The significance of the letter is that it is one of the Meerscheidt and von Rosen-
berg letters found in the University of Texas archives in Austin by our President
Ray von Rosenberg of Taft last summer, some 400 in all, which he gave to Charles W.
von Rosenberg for translation from German into English. Charles W. and Anns
Campbell of Sen Antonio have worked long and hard translating them and are mostly
finished but not quite ready to turn them loose yet.,
