My Precious Mother,

I still have not received your answer to my last letter; I hope
you received it. Now I must write you again, Beloved, dear Mother,
your wishes and oh, what happiness I anticipated, are fulfilled, I
have found a helpmate! Destiny brought her to me. I am happy, too
happy. Sunday I celebrated my betrothal to Miss Lina von Rosenberg.
You will be astonished, you will say "so soon"? but you will be happy
as I completely am. I can't hold back any tears; oh, if you were here
that I, with you, could cry with joy in the arms of my Lina.

How did it really happen? Nothing, nothing else has so enchanted
me as the pure innocence of her character, so artless, so true! Can
you possibly resent how she loves me s0; oh, so much? In the begin=-
ning I didn't try to win her; I never flattered her. I didn't want to
fall in love unless I was strongly brought there to, Certainly it
frightened me off, even now, that I can not offer her anything and she,
if not rich (I don't know that) still lives at home in circumstances
which T can't provide. The world long knew what I didn't yet know,
that my frequent visits were no longer pleasant; so I wanted to hold
back but found that I could not. I became useless to the world, I
couldn't do anything, On the prairies near her and on the roads that
lead from her home here, my poor horse felt my inner restlessness.
Finally I wrote her and entrusted the letter to her brother~in-law,
whom I had learned sometime ago to esteem and value. He tested me
first and for a long time, almost without hope, drew me out. Then

Saturday, I received a letter from her mother which told me nothing
and yet everything.

It's a wonder my horse is still alive., I flew there pale and con-

fused, not knowing what I said to her parents until the mother led me

to Lina in another room. I said a few words; she was silent and
trembling, she lay in my arms. I can't tell you more than when we came
to our senses, we found we were alone. Now I shall ride with her
through the woods and over the prairies to present ourselves to our
relatives and friends, Oh! Europe, where studied behavior and stilled
ettiquette shatter the nicest dreams may not offer this joy. The
Father has presented us 10 acres of land and next week I shall begin to
establish quite near them, our future paradise, if I can think of any-
thing but the present., The parents have set the marriage two years in
the future. I know this is too long, To be sure, I have to acquire,
to work, until I can say "Now your Lina is secure." But how I shall
work, though she won't let me over do myself,

Beloved mother, since I can't see you, send us your blessing, call
her your child and love her more, much more than you love me, for she
is my angel. o

Adieu, adieu, I must go to her soon!

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Did you read the letter on page 1 carefully? Did you notice the date? Recognize
the characters? Get the gist? If not, let me “splain you,"

The letter was written by a man named Arthur Meerscheidt to his mother in Germany
informing her of his marriage plans to one Amanda Karoline von Rosenberg, a union
which was to result in what we know to be Branch V of our Family. (Vol. I, p. 113)

The significance of the letter is that it is one of the Meerscheidt and von Rosen-
berg letters found in the University of Texas archives in Austin by our President
Ray von Rosenberg of Taft last summer, some 400 in all, which he gave to Charles W.
von Rosenberg for translation from German into English. Charles W. and Anna
Campbell of San Antonio have worked long and hard translating them and are mostly
finished but not quite ready to turn them loose yet.

These letters will be the next major project undertaken by this Femily; we will
probably prepare them into g book of letters and make them available to gll. who
desire them. Please stand by for further information.
